Functional description

Differential pressure switchin pressure
and vacuum ranges. The differential
pressure acts viathe diaphragmagainst
the force of the setting spring on the
microswitch.

DDC application

The switching contacts of the Klima-
Set are made of gold-plated silver,
for24 V DC; 0.02 A.

When using the Klima-Set in con-
ventional systems at 250V AC, 4 A
ohmic load, 2 A inductive load, cos
¢ 0.6, the gold-plated coating onthe
switching contacts burns off.

This makes a subsequent DDC
application impossible.

To monitor the pressure in vacuum
systems.
